listens, reflecting while David’s praying.  
 
1-2)  “O Lord, You have searched me and known me. You know when I sit 

down and when I rise up; You understand my thoughts from afar.” 
*** Wait.  You say He saw me, He knew what I was thinking? How? 
 

3) “You scrutinize (lit. winnow) my path and my lying down, and are intimately 
acquainted with all my ways.” 
*** Wait.  How did God get intimately acquainted with me? 
 

4-5) “Even before there is a word on my tongue, behold, O Lord, You know it 
all. You have enclosed me behind and before, and laid Your hand upon me.” 
*** You mean He’s got me boxed in, and has a hold of me!? Of Me? 
 

6-12) “Such knowledge is too wonderful for me; it is too high, I cannot attain to 
it.” 
*** No way man; you are talking over my head. 
 

7) “Where can I go from Your Spirit? Or where can I flee from Your presence?” 
*** Okay, okay I’m with you; Gotta get away huh? Me too. 
 

8) “If I ascend to heaven, You are there; if I make my bed in Sheol, 
behold, You are there.” 
*** You mean, if I’m dead He still comes after me? Man! He won’t let go! 
 

9-10) “If I take the wings of the dawn, if I dwell in the remotest part of the sea, 
even there Your hand will lead me, and Your right hand will lay hold of me.” 
*** Even in the sea, His right hand holds on me?  Wow! 
 

11-12) “If I say, ‘Surely the darkness will overwhelm me, and the light around 
me will be night,” even the darkness is not dark to You, and the night is as bright as 
the day. Darkness and light are alike to You.” 
*** Now, wait a minute.  How can that be? You’re losing me. 
 

13-16)  “For You formed my inwards parts; You wove me in my mother’s 
womb.”

Why would 
you not love a good God? 
 

21-22)  “Do I not hate those who hate You, O Lord?  And do I not loathe those 
who rise up against You?  I hate them with the utmost hatred; they have become my 
enemies.” 
***  Lord, I also hate those who hate You.  I desire to walk with You. I appreciate the 
way You act toward all people.  I’m understanding that You love all people, and that 
You desire to save all of them ( I 
Timothy 2:3-4). 
 

Lord, please hear me as I pray with David, (23-24), “Search me, O God, and 
know my heart; try me and know my anxious thoughts; and see if there be any hurtful 
way in me, and lead me in the everlasting way.”
